  The long-awaited retrofit of the 
Muriel P. Frye Building com-
menced early this summer as 
construction crews began remov-
ing siding and other sections of the 
aging structure in preparation for 
energy efficiency and other up-
grades this fall. 
  The project will continue into the 
winter months with a projected 
completion date in December, 
2010. Plans include beginning 
construction of a Solar Instruction 
Lab within the building in October. 

All work is being paid for with fed-
eral stimulus funds. The retrofit is 
projected to save the College sig-
nificant amounts of money in the 
future by lowering energy costs. 
  While welcome, the project has 
required the movement of a number 
of offices, but the challenges this 
has presented have been eased by 
KVCCs acquisition this spring of the 
former Thomas M. Teague Biotech-
nology Center on the northeast 
corner of the campus. Now desig-

nated as the KVCC Annex, the 
modern building is providing space 
for a number of offices including 
that of the President, as well as 
additional classroom and laboratory 
space for the fall.
